Background of the survey 

IUCN Bangladesh initiated "Updating Species Red List of Bangladesh" by revising previous Red 

List of Bangladesh back to 13 years. This is the first time to include Butterfly group in 

Bangladesh to determine its conservation status. In the present survey, status of the butterfly 

taxon, their abundance, population size, GPS coordinate, habitat condition and their threats 

have been documented. The tour summary report develops based on physical visit of 04 geo-

locations, under 02 districts of Chittagong division. The locations include precise forest areas of 

Seeta Pahar, Raam Pahar, hailed from kaptai upizilla under the Rangamati district and Boga 

Lake and Thanchi area under the Bandarban district.  

 

Taxon status and abundance of Butterflies 

New Taxon Identification 

01 taxon was documented as a new record in Bangladesh named Jungleglory (Thaumantis 
diores Doubleday, 1845). The Jungleglory is under Amathusiidae family. The length of forewing 
of Jungleglory is 95-115 mm. Upper side of the wings are dark brown, with a prominent large 
iridescent blue discal patch. It has characteristic jerky flight through the foliage and branches. 
This species ranges from Sikkim to Myanmar and not so common (BUTTERFLIES OF THE 
INDIAN REGION, MA WynterïBlyth, 1957). The habits and ecology of this species are not well 
known in Bangladesh.

Seeta Pahar: 40 species recorded under the 9 families. A total of 268 butterflies observed 

during the 4 hrs field visit.  Among the recorded species Popanjay, White Dragontail and 

Common Birdwing were less abundant while Yellow Pansy, Common Sailor, Common 

Emigrant, Quaker, Metallic Cerulean , Tiny Grass Blue and Punchinello were most abundant 

species.

Raam Pahar: 39 species recorded under the 8 families. A total of 168 butterflies observed 

during the 4 hrs field visit.  Most of the recorded species were less abundant except Great 

Mormon, Common Emigrant, Common Grass Yellow, Yellow Pansy and Punchinello which 

were most abundant.  
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
