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Introduction

The | UCN Red List is the Worl doés most
global conservation status of plant and animal species. It provides information on
population size and trends, geographic range and habitat needs of species and is a
powerful tool to inform and catalyze action for biodiversity conservation and policy
change. The IUCN red list data is used to inform multi-lateral agreements such as the
Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora
(CITES) the Convention on Migratory Species (CMS), the Ramsar Convention on
Wetlands, and the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD).

The IUCN Red List was first launched in 1964, however, in 1994 the introduction of a
scientifically rigorous approach to determine risks of extinction that is applicable to all
species, has become a world standard. Because, in order to ensure high profile,
standards and scientific integrity of the IUCN Red List of Threatened Species; the
assessment and its regular updating is clear, transparent, well documented and
supported by the best scientific information available.

In 2000, the IUCN Bangladesh Country Office published the first Red Book in
Bangladesh, where a total of 201 species, including fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds
and mammals were considered threatened according to Bangladesh National
Criteria. A decade has passed since the Red List Assessment has been done in
Bangladesh. In September, 2003, the Assessment Criteria has been changed
globally and as a result, most countries are re-assessing or updating their list based
on the new assessment process. So, there was an urgent need for Bangladesh to re-
assess the status of the species.

Cooperation for Wildlife Protection" funded by the World Bank, IUCN Bangladesh is

implementing a sub-project iUpdati ng Speci es Red List of E

December 2013. The project aims to reduce the current knowledge gap between
conservation and risk of extinction of the seven groups of species (i.e. Mammals,
Birds, Reptiles, Amphibians, Fresh Water Fishes, Crustaceans and Butterflies) by
revising the previous Red List for Bangladesh using the most recent Red List
assessment guideline. This current updating process is of significant importance due
to the following facts-

1) It will fill the existing 13 year assessment, gap for bird, fish, mammal, amphibian
and reptile species in Bangladesh and their conservation status,

2) Adjust the Red List by taking into account the global changes in IUCN Red List
assessment criteria for 2003,

3) It will extend the Species Red List of Bangladesh by the two important animal
groups Crustacean and Butterfly, and 4) it will include the conservation and risk of
extinction status of several newly discovered species which are not listed and
assessed earlier.

Objective of the Workshop

The IUCN Red List training workshop is renowned to facilitate the understanding and
application of the IUCN Red List methodology.
